As a Single Honours
student in the Department of African Studies and Anthropology you can also apply
to spend a semester abroad at one of our carefully selected partner universities,
where we have close personal ties with academic staff. If your application is
successful, during your time abroad you will be able to study modules in related
subjects, including topics specific to the place of study. It is possible to attend
universities where all the modules offered will be taught in English.

All students have the option to take a short or year-long placement in the UK or
abroad as part of their degree.

We try to foster a hands-on introduction to anthropology, from our study abroad
options with a range of partner universities around the world (available to
students earning a 2.1 or above) to our many practice-based modules. Our
modules in food studies take full advantage of local foodways through fieldtrips
and workshops. Similarly, students design their own research projects in both core
and optional modules and most students conduct an empirical research project
for their dissertation.

Professional Practice option available for all
programmes. Flexibility to change between streams. Opportunity to take wild
modules from other programmes across the University. Climate controlled human
osteology lab housing Anglo-Saxon and medieval skeletons (>1000) and related
radiographs; an extensive fossil cast collection including multiple entire skeletons
of extant and extinct primates and hominins; 3D imaging paleoanthropology lab;
an ethnobiology lab; and a visual anthropology lab equipped with high-powered
photo- and videographic capture and editing suites.

Extensive hands-on fieldwork and laboratory work, opportunity to study abroad
for a semester or year or to undertake a year-long work placement

Funded summer fieldwork projects; opportunity for Year Abroad; Away Days;
regular field trips in London. Our BA in Anthropology and Law is a qualifying law
degree for the bar and teaches prospective solicitors all the subjects they need to
sit the SQE.
